ELIGIBILITY: All Clubs and Swimmers registered with the ASAJ or other FINA affiliated Federations.
Age Group Swimming - Ages for the meet shall be as of midnight Dec 31, 2007.
Masters Swimming - Ages for the meet shall be as of midnight Dec 31, 2008

ACCOMODATION: The ASAJ has arranged special room and dining rates at the Knutsford Court Hotel just 5
minutes from the pool. Details can be found on our website www.swimjamaica.com If
preferred, the ASAJ home accommodation can be arranged.

ENTRIES: Number of events per swimmer — Four (4) per session
Number of entries per Club - No limit
Number of relay teams per Club- two (2) per relay event
OPEN events will be limited to swimmers 11 years and over
50 M and 100 M events for 11-12 and 13 and Over age groups will be swum in a heats and
finals format with an “A” and “B” Final.

ENTRY FEES: HY-TEK ENTRIES
J$80.00 (for ASAJ registered swimmers) or US$2.00 per individual event.
J$110.00 (for ASAJ registered Clubs) or US$3.00 per relay team, per event.
OTHER ENTRIES
J$90.00 (for ASAJ registered swimmers) or US$2.25 per individual event.
J$120.00 (for ASAJ registered Clubs) or US$3.50 per relay team, per event.

RULES: FINA rules in force at time of competition will apply. Additional Rules and Regulations see
attached.

REGISTRATION: The ASAJ register closes at 4:00 PM on Friday May 9, 2008

ENTRY DEADLINE: 4:00 PM Friday May 16, 2008. Entries are to be delivered to the ASAJ Mail Box at the
NATIONAL STADIUM POOL. Note: Entries will not be accepted without the names of
the clubs volunteers (see rule 1.3 on next page) Entries are preferred on diskette using
Hy-Tek software. Deliver as indicated above or email to asaj@cwjamaica.com

NB: If the entry fees are not paid before the start of the competition, a penalty equal
to 15% of the entry fees will be added
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ULES AND REGULATIONS

1 False starts — The FINA starting rules (SW4) will apply.

2. Passes will be provided for officials, coaches and competitors.

3 Local clubs are required to submit, with their entries, a list of volunteers to act as Technical Officials
and to perform other duties essential to the smooth running of the competition. Clubs must submit the
names of volunteers to the ASAJ Office at least 4 days before the start of the competition. Volunteers
MUST report to the volunteer desk at least 60 minutes before the start of the competition for registration
and assignment. Clubs are expected to provide the following number of volunteers:

1 - 10 swimmers entered: One (1) volunteers per session
11 — 20 swimmers entered: Four (4) volunteers per session
21 — 40 swimmers entered: Five (5) volunteers per session
41 or more swimmers entered: Eight (8) volunteers per session

1.4. Relay cards are in duplicate, the original must be handed in to the Recorder 30 (thirty) minutes before
the start of the first event of the session; the copy must be handed to the head Lane Time Keeper at the
beginning of the event. Any change must be made at least four (4) events prior to the scheduled event
number, after that on presentation of a medical certificate. Each team may make a maximum of 2 changes
per session. The swimmers must be named in order of swimming in accordance with FINA rules.

2. DECKENTRIES AND TIME TRIALS will be allowed at the discretion of the Referee. Swim times will be
included in the final results but will not score points nor be eligible for awards. A fee of JA$150 per event will
be charged. Consideration for deck entries will apply based on the following conditions:

2.1. Request is made at the start of the session for which it applies
2.2.  Selection is based on a first come basis

3. SCRATCHES
3.1.  Swimmers may scratch and any time for time final events and preliminary heats
3.2. Swimmers who make an (A) or (B) Final and does not intend to swim must advise the Clerk of Course
no later than 30 minutes after the results have been announced.
3.3.  Alternate” wishing to swim in a open lane in finals should position themselves next to the deck
immediately adjacent to the deck referee and be ready for the swim when the event is called

4. FINALS PROTOCOL - Names and affiliation of A and B Finalists will be announced behind the blocks
5. AWARDS AND POINTS

5.1. Championship Swimming:
5.1.1. Championship trophies will be awarded as follows:
5.1.1.1.  Ateam trophy will be awarded to the Club with the highest number of points. Points will be
awarded to the top 8 places in each individual event as followed (RELAYS WILL NOT SCORE
POINTS): 9,7,6, 5,4, 3,2, 1
5.1.2. A certificate will be awarded to each swimmer who attains at least 1 (one) AAAA time.
5.1.3. A Performance Trophy will be awarded, in each age group, to male and female who has the
fastest swim based on the FINA Points system.
5.1.4. Medals will be awarded for 1% -3" places and ribbons to 4™ to 8" places in each OPEN, 11-12 and
13 and over events. For other events, ribbons will be awarded for 1st (first) to 8" (eighth) places.
5.1.5. Medals will be handed out during the finals sessions for all OPEN, 11-12 and 13 and over events.
6. Masters Swimming:
6.1. Masters Event will be scored separately in the following age groupings: 25-34, 35-44, 45-54, 55-64 eftc.
Points will be awarded for the top 8 places in each age group (9,7,6,5,4,3,2&1)
6.2.  There will be a trophy for the Club that scores the highest number of points
6.3. Ribbons will be awarded to the 1°'to 3™ places in each Masters Age Group
