1. All players MUST be registered students of the school / institution which they
will be representing.

2. Each school may enter one Male and one Female team for each category.

3. There will be two (2) categories 15 & Under and 16 & over.

4. A maximum of twenty (20) players with can be entered for each school team

for the competition.

A maximum of thirteen (13) players can be registered for each game.

A minimum of ten (10) players will be registered for each game.

The entry fee for each team must be submitted with the entry forms.
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Entry forms for the competition must be submitted to the office of the Amateur
Swimming Association of Jamaica by 6.00 p.m. October 14, 2008.
9. The Entry Form must be signed by the School Principal (or Deputy)
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Competition Rules:
1. The Competition Schedule will be published on or before October 20, 2008.
2. Games will be played over four (4) six-minutes quarters of actual play with

two-minute intervals between quarters and a four-minute half time interval.

3. Games will be played in a 20 meter by 25 meter area of the 50-meter pool
and the 25m diving pool.

4. The competition will be governed by FINA Rules & Regulations utilizing
regulation pool boundaries and markings and equipment — goals, balls, caps,
etc. (will be provided)

5. Teams MUST be present at the competition / pool site thirty (30) minutes prior
to the start of each game with a list of the thirteen players’ names and their
cap numbers.

6. The team with most victories wins the League Trophy. Even result will be
decided by penalty throws. Where two teams end up with an equal number of

wins the victor of their respective game will decide the winner.
