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JAMAICAN SWIMMERS SEEK MORE MEDALS ON THE  FINAL DAY 

 OF SWIMMING CHAMPIONSHIPS 
 
 

The Jamaican swimmers will aim to end the Central American and Caribbean Swimming 
Championships (CCCAN) on a high note tonight qualifying for seven (7) finals and will 
no doubt be putting in all the stops to ensure that they are in the medal count when the 
curtain closes on this year’s competition 
 
In this morning Preliminary events, Kendese Nangle raced to touch first in the 11-12 
Girls 100M Backstroke in a time of 1:13.58 and returned to take 2nd place in the 50M 
Freestyle event.  Three (3) other swimmers will contest the 50M Freestyle Events:  
Natasha Moodie powered into the wall first in a time of 26.94 to secure her place in the 
15-17 Girls, Xavier Boland swam a Personal Best to place 3rd in the 11-12 Boys Age 
Group and Travis Forte placed 7th in the 18 & Over Boys with a time of 25.12.  Forte will 
also swim in the 200M Butterfly finals for 18 & Over Boys.  Dominic Walter just 
touched in time to be the last qualifier of the 400M Individual Medley Event finishing in 
a time of 5:12.80.
