very close finish for first place, Nangle was just edged into 2nd place in the 200M 

Backstroke in a time of 2:36.00 behind the winning time of 2:35.99 to swim a Personal 

Best and create a new National Age Group Record. 

 

 She later went on to win another silver in the 11-12 Girls 50M Butterfly in a time of 

30.84.  Natasha Moodie did a Personal Best to place 4th in the 15-17 Girls 50M 

Backstroke. 

 

All eight (8) swimmers will be in action today and will be seeking a place in tonight’s 

finals.  Seven (7) swimmers will contest the 100M Freestyle events:  Kendese Nangle 

and Xavier Boland in the 11-12 Age Group;  Brain Forte and Richard Graham in the 13-

14 Boys; Natasha Moodie and Brad Hamilton in the 15-17 category and Travis Forte in 

the 18 & Over Boys.   

 

Nangle, Boland, Moodie and Hamilton will also compete in the 50M Breaststroke while 

Brian Forte and Dominic Walter will compete in the 13-14 Boys 1500M Freestyle. 
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
