TORNADOES INVITIATIONAL SWIM MEET RESULTS

HOST CLUB RELINQUISH TROPHY
After two days of exciting competition which saw the return of former Olympian swimmer Alan-Roy Marsh to competitive swimming, hosts and defending champion Tornadoes Swim Club were dethroned by the Y-Speedos Swim Club.  The Y-Speedos totalled 1265 points to Tornadoes 1155.50 points.  

This exciting meet, with the largest number of competitors for this year saw a total of eleven (11) records being broken with Kendese Nangle, CARIFTA representative, accounting for three (3) records.  Other outstanding performances came from Antoine Young, Blue Seals, accounting for two (2) records.  In the 10 and Under Boys 200M Individual Medley, he erased the old record of 3:09.59 to set a new Meet record of 2:57.39.  Later he came back to set a new Meet record in the 10 and Under Boys 100M Freestyle with a time of 1:11.27 to the previous record of 1:16.55. 

Former Olympian, Alan-Roy Marsh, returned to winning form, when he set two (2) Meet records.  In the Master 50M Backstroke, he erased the old record of 36.28 to set a new record of 30.63 and later in the 50M Master Male set a new record of 29.79 erasing the old mark of 31.89.

 
Other record breakers included Nicole Chin, Tornadoes; Alexia Royal-Eatmon, Y-Speedos; Wendy Lee, Tornadoes Masters and Lynval Lowe, Blue Seals Masters.

The Jamaican swimming fraternity will now turn its attention to the CARIFTA Swimming Championships April 7-10, 2007 at the National Stadium Pool when it will host 12 other Caribbean Countries.
