Medical Registration and Medication Importation 

Both the Medical and Medication Declaration Forms will be forwarded to National Federations within the next 

week and are required to be returned by 29 November 2010. The requirement for temporary registration of 

Team medical practitioners has been waived for the duration of the Championships. Teams will be asked to 

complete a Medical Declaration form that provides details on the rights and responsibilities afforded team 

doctors during the event. Only those doctors approved by the National Federation and noted in the          

Declaration will be recognised to practice. 

In addition Teams will be requested to provide a full and detailed list of all medications and dietary           

supplements they plan to import for the Championships. This list will be reviewed by the Dubai Health      

Authority and Teams will be advised of any items that cannot be imported into the UAE.

All FINA officials were very pleased and expressed 
their enthusiasm for the new state-of-the-art Hamdan bin Mohammed bin Rashid Sports Complex.  

On 3 November Dr Cees van den Hoogenband, the Chairman of the FINA Sports Medicine Committee, 
toured the venue and afterwards said: “I have never seen a venue as good as this for a world short course 
championships.” 

On 4 November, Cornel Marculescu, the FINA Executive Director, hailed the venue as “one of the best 
swimming facilities in the world.” Mr Marculescu headed a delegation of FINA officials including the FINA 
Press Commission and the Technical Swimming Commission, who were given a tour of the venue by   
Championships Director Mr Obaid Al Shamsi.
