The thirteenth (13") staging of the Mayberry Investments Limited Schools Swimming Championships will
be held over the weekend of Friday April 8" to Saturday, April 9™ 2011 at the National Stadium Swimming
Pool, Independence Park, Kingston 6 commencing at 8:30 a.m. each day.

The High/Tertiary Institutions Swim Meet will be held on the Friday, April 8, 2011 and will be run over
two (2) Sessions; the first Session scheduled to start at 8:30 a.m. and the second Session set to start at 1:30
p-m. Medals will be awarded to swimmers finishing in the first three (3) places for each event. The 17-18
High School swimmers and those swimmers from the Tertiary Institutions will swim together but get
separate medals.

A total of twenty nine (29) High Schools and three (3) Tertiary Institutions have entered this year’s renewal
of the Meet and we expect to have just over six hundred (600) swimmers participating.

The defending Female Champion High School is Campion College and the defending Male Champion High
School Team is Wolmer’s Boys’ School. University of Technology, Jamaica was the top tertiary institution.
Keen competition is expected as our National Age Group Swimmers will be gearing up for the XXVI
CARIFTA Swimming Championships which will be held in Barbados over the Easter weekend.

The Preparatory/Primary Schools Swim Meet will be held on Saturday, April 9, 2011 and will also be
conducted over two (2) Sessions with the first Session starting at 8:30 a.m. and the final Session starting at
1:30 p.m.

A total of thirty one (31) Schools have entered the Preparatory/Primary Schools Section this year with five
(5) Primary Schools included in this number. There will be in excess of five hundred (500) swimmers
participating in this segment of the Meet
