Immaculate took home the high point trophies in the 13-14, 15-16
and 17 and Over Age Groups while Campion College won the 12 and Under Girls, 13-14 Boys and
15-16 Boys trophies. Wolmers Boys School was determine not to be outclassed and won the 12
and Under and 17 and Over Male trophies. After a day of constant noise, St. Andrew High School
was aptly rewarded for their loud and continuous cheering and drumming, winning the Maurice

Berry Spirit Trophy. The trophies were handed our by Mayberry’s CEO Gary Peart.

The meet continues on Saturday February 25 with the Preparatory and Primary Schools diving into
action at 8:30 in the morning.
